History of the DTA Foundation

The national crisis in access to oral healthcare was first exposed in 2000
when Dr. David Satcher, the former Surgeon General, issued his report on
oral health in America and pointed out that the number of children and adults
who lack dental insurance is twice the number who lack medical insurance.
The report identified profound disparities in access and effectively issued
a challenge to the dental community. And our community responded.

Before the year was out, the predecessor to the Dental Trade Alliance had
convened a membership roundtable to focus on key issues related to the
disparity in oral care. It also created a membership organization, the Oral
Care Access Committee, to pursue research and other initiatives designed
to remove obstacles to oral care access.

In 2002, this committee teamed with the Santa Fe Group, a nonprofit public
health advocacy organization, by providing strategic direction and seed money
(courtesy of our Founding Donors) to start the Oral Care Access Scholars
Program. This program supported ten research and service-oriented projects,
dealing with such issues as dental office productivity, acceptance of new
technologies, and culturally sensitive public education regarding oral care.

Soon after the Dental Trade Alliance was formed by the unification of the
ADTA and the Dental Manufacturers of America, the DTA Foundation was
created to build upon these programs and seek new and innovative initiatives
pursuant to the expansion of oral care access. Since 2006, the DTA
Foundation’s strategy has been to collaborate with four key industry
organizations: the American Dental Association, the American Dental Hygienists
Association, the American Association of Public Health Dentistry, and the
American Academy of Pediatric Dentistry. Our foundation has made a three-
year commitment to each of these organizations to help fund their efforts
to expand access to oral care.

Call, R. and Karshmer, B.
“Examination of alternative forms of dental insurance on inhibiting access to care”
Evaluated patient usage patterns under different forms of dental insurance to determine the effects of plan design on access to care.

“Anderson Schools Family Dental Project™

Enhanced dental knowledge and skills of pediatric medical team paraprofessionals to more effectively educate parents and provide basic preventive
services (topical fluoride, varnishes, and sealants).

Domer, L. and Call, R.
“A Pilot Study to Determine Barriers to Implementing Productivity Enhancement Strategies in Dental Practices”
Identified barriers and modifiers that influence the implementation of productivity enhancement strategies in dental practice.

Duffin, S.

“An examination of current and potential roles for expanded, hybrid, and mid-level, paraprofessional practitioners”

Studied how to improve access to oral health care for children, elderly, and disabled populations through the development and implementation
of expanded function programs for dental paraprofessionals.

Henshaw, M.
“Dental Action Literacy Project”
Designed culturally relevant consumer aids concerning oral health and distributed them to Somali residents in Massachusetts, Maine and elsewhere.

McClain, M.

“A comparative ‘outcomes assessment’ of selected dental practice curricula, with an eye toward developing improved instructional
materials for dental students and practitioners”

Developed and applied an evaluation method to assess the Univ. of Nevada dental school practice management curricula and its impact on
dental students.

Miranda, S.

“The role of Promotores in accessing existing oral health services - Bi-national model”

Developed bi-lingual resource materials and extended linkages between health providers, government agencies and others to identify critical
treatment needs for indigent adults in Texas, New Mexico, and Juarez, Mexico.

Niederman, R.

“Implement a primary prevention elementary school program - Planning Grant”

Developed a planning grant to operate an NIH-funded clinical trial for the medical management of dental caries in three Boston area low income
school districts.

Oong, E.
“Cultural materials — a media campaign focused on oral cancer and minority populations”
Developed a media campaign for the prevention and early detection of oral cancer for minority populations in New York.

Rossomonda, E.

“Feasibility study of new technology on dental office productivity and access”

Evaluated software developed at the University of Florida to help dentists sort out high risk from low risk patients so that the higher risk patients
could receive more attention and frequent recalls.

American Dental Association
Formed a partnership with the ADA to develop an annual symposium to propagate best practices for the Give Kids a Smile program.

American Association of Public Health Dentistry
Funding a program to recognize dental and hygiene students who have demonstrated exceptional service through public health dental efforts
and programs.

American Dental Hygienists Association
Helping fund the ADHA Feasibility Study and the Dental Hygiene Master File project, both of which focused on expanding the capacity of the
Registered Dental Hygienist as a means of expanding access to oral care.

American Academy of Pediatric Dentistry
Helping fund an initiative to establish a primary care dental office of record for all children by their first birthday.

Financial Dynamics

The ability of the DTA Foundation to achieve its mission will depend upon
outstanding leadership, a coalition of committed partners, and adequate
financial resources. The foundation’s goal is to achieve an endowment fund
of $2 million by 2009 in order to be able to fund at least $150K in annual
support for deserving initiatives.
